POW WOW RULES 
1. Outpost Commanders are required to have a two-way radio in their possession throughout 
the entire weekend. 
2. Rules are very important to the success of our time together.  Please read carefully and obey. 
 
3. Senior Commanders are directly responsible for their outpost.  In the absent of a Senior 
Commander from the Pow Wow, an Outpost Commander designated by the Senior Commander will 
accept responsibility. 
 
4. Registration:  All outposts attending the Pow Wow must register. This can be done at the 
designated building after you set up camp.  Your outpost must be chartered to participate in all 
competition. 
You are not covered by the Royal Ranger insurance if your group is not chartered. 
 
5. All men and boys are required to attend assemblies,  Council Fire, Sunday School and Church. 
 
6. No Boys should be in the camp area during any organization function unless accompanied by a 
commander.  Commanders must at all times know where their boys are. 
 
7. Parking is allowed only in designated areas, except for loading and unloading purposes. 
 
8. Spillway, bridge and lake area are off limits.   Also any surrounding area’s that is not part of the 
campsite.  This is for the boy’s safety. 
 
9. No camping by the waterfront, event field or by the flag poles. 
 
10. Fire Safety:  No fires shall be left unattended, and when left, must be dead out.  Check with the 
Sectional staff if open fires are permitted. 
 
11.  Water Safety:  Water front activities will be opened as per schedule and only with the       
approval of a Water Safety Instructor (WSI).  Boys may fish under the supervision of a commander on 
free time only.  All boys and Commanders are encouraged to attend the events.  No fishing off the Dock 
and swimming area.   
 
12. No Trespassing:  This means respect for other outposts, and do not enter their campsite without 
permission. 
 
13.    IN CASE OF EMERGENCY:  you will hear Three (3) blasts on a horn or whistle.  Stop 
everything immediately and assist where needed.  We will have a team Safety Officers that will be on 
patrol, but the big responsibility lies with you, the commander.  Emergency telephone numbers (if 
available) at the camp will be provided.  A Registered Nurse/EMT will be on duty during the pow wow.  
If needed, emergency resources will be called in immediately. 
 
14.  The Sectional or Area Commanders must inspect campsites before Outposts can depart from the 
camp. 
 
15. All boys must have a tool craft card to carry and/or use knives, axes, and bow saws at the Pow 
Wow 
Remember, it is understood, that Royal Rangers leave a place better than they found it. 



Vehicle Rules 
 

1.  Arriving 
· Obey the posted speed limit. 

 
2.  Keep all vehicles out of the campsite.   
 

· Keep them on the road along side 
your camp and unload.  Once they are 
unloaded return all vehicles to anyone 
of the parking lots. 

 
Note: Do not set-up camp while unloading. 

 
3. Read and obey the Pow Wow Rules 

and the BSA Regulations in this Pow 
Wow packet. 



CAMP RULES 
 
1) The cutting of live trees and branches is prohibited. Nails or hooks are not to be driven into any trees. 
 
2) Please, remember that we are guests at the camp. Treat the property with respect. Royal Rangers       

always leave the campsite better than they found it.       
 

3)  It is prohibited to carry knives in the camp. Use cut and chop area only and under supervision. 
 
4) Do not enter anyone else’s tent, or use another’s gear without permission. Valuable items: jewelry, 

radios.  Tape players etc. should be left home for safekeeping. 
 

5) Earrings are not part of the Royal Ranger Uniform. Please, Leave them home. 
 
6) Fireworks are prohibited. 
 
7) The use of non-prescription drugs, alcohol and tobacco products is prohibited. 
 
8) Sling shots, pellet guns, BB guns or any such item must be turned in at the registration desk. 
 
9) Rocks or other items must never be thrown. 
 
10) Obey the Royal Ranger code at all times. 
 
11) Closed areas such as the BB gun range and the .22 ranges are off limits when not on the schedule. 
 
12) Do not cross the areas that have been Roped or taped off. 
 
13) All commanders on site have the responsibility to enforce the rules and to correct boys that are in       

violation of any camp safety rule. 
 
14) All trash must be placed in a proper receptacle.  
 
15) Unload your vehicle and get it off the campgrounds and into the parking lot quickly and 

orderly. We ask that vehicles be parked within ½ hour of arrival. Cooperation in this matter 
will be very helpful and greatly appreciated. 
 

16) Every person in camp MUST attend all assemblies, services, Council Fires and formations. Be sure 
that you adhere to each day’s schedule. We will take a head count at every assembly.

Southern New Jersey Council – Rules and Regulations for Use of BSA Camps 
 
Note:  The camp Ranger and other officials of the Southern New Jersey Council, B.S.A. have the 
authority and responsibility to enforce these rules to all members of his group. 

1. Check in with Ranger.  Camp gates open at 8:00 AM and close at 9:PM.  No check-ins after 9:00 PM.  Tour 
leaders must be first to arrive.  No Scout admitted into camp without tour leader, parents cannot drop off 
boys and leave. 

2. The group leader is responsible for the conduct of his group.  An adult 21 years old or older must be 
with your group at all times. 

 
3. Read these rules and regulations to all members of your group. 

 
4. Bring the bottom (approval) portion of your local tour permit with you. (Out of Council). 

 
5. Honor Camp was pledge of performance (on back of local Tour Permits). 

 
6. Never go into a campsite of another group without permission. 

 
7. Never leave camp property without informing Ranger. Never cross on to private property. 

 
8. Telephone (emergency) is located in camp office at the Commissioners building and/or the Rangers 

residence 
 

9. Report all accidents to the Camp Ranger (no matter hoe small). 
 

10. Have Ranger check your site prior to leaving.  Cary out your trash.  The camp has no facility to 
remove trash. 

 
11. No alcoholic beverages, drugs, firearms, explosives or pets in camp 

 
12. Drive on camp roads only.  Park vehicles in parking lot/designated area.  No private vehicles are allowed 

on Camp road or in campsites. 
 

13. Speed limit is 10 mph – OBEY-IT. Camp is a place for children not the highway. 
 

14. Wildlife and plant life must not be disturbed, destroyed or removed. 
 

15. Except for a seasonal free weekend, fishing requires a license for all 15 years old and older.  You 
must show license to Ranger.  No swimming in lakes. 

 
16. Don’t wash dishes in latrine sinks, put grease (cooled) in your trash bag, not in sinks or toilets.  

Clean the latrine before you leave. 
 

17. Campfire:  Keep small, never leave burning, and make sure it is out when you have finished with it 
 

18. Use dead (downed) firewood for fires.  Do not cut live trees. 
 

19.  Liquid or propane fuels are to be used only under the direct supervision of an adult.  Boys should 
use flashlights.  Wood or charcoal should be used for cooking whenever possible – do not leave light 
with liquid fuels.  Liquid or propane fuel is to be stored in a locked container. 

 
20. No open flames in tents: no candles – no lanterns – no bug smokers.  No open flames in any leanto 

or building. 
 



Camp Roosevelt Rules 
 

Alcohol: Alcoholic Beverages are not permitted in  Camp Roosevelt!  
 
Vehicles In Camp: All vehicles must be kept in the Main Parking Lot. Special requests will be 
considered on a case-by-case basis by the Camp Director who is the only person authorized to issue 
a special vehicle use permit. 
 
Smoking: Roosevelt Scout Reservation is a smoke free Camp. Campers are not permitted to 
smoke. Leaders are asked to use great discretion about smoking. All Camp buildings are smoke 
free. Based on the known health hazards, we have an obligation to our youth to discourage 
smoking. 
 
Liquid Fuels: The BSA does not recommend the use of liquid fuel Stoves and lanterns. If you 
bring such devices to Camp, only adults may use them. All liquid fuels must be checked in with the 
Health Lodge Director for proper storage.  
 
Shower Facilities: Camp Roosevelt provides separate shower facilities for youth (those under and 
over 18 years of age) and adults (those 18 and over.) Both male and female facilities are available. 
The shower house is located by the pool. All facilities have private stalls and are handicapped 
accessible.  
 
Campsites: Camp David is designated as a “bring your own tents and tarps” camping area. Baden 
Powel Woods, Turrell, Buckskin and George are tent and platform sites. All other sites have lean 
to’s which can be supplemented with tents as needed. All tent flaps must be rolled during the day 
except in bad weather. Tarps are not permitted on the front of the lean-to’s. No exceptions will be 
made. 
 
RSR Trash & Recycling Program 
Every site will have 2 cans. One can is for trash, and the other is for aluminum only. Please remove 
all lids from containers. All cardboard, brown corrugated cardboard, (not milk containers, pizza 
boxes etc.) should be placed by your site sign on trash day. Please make sure all cardboard is 
flattened. Trash and recycling containers are also located throughout Camp Roosevelt on the trails 
and in the Program Area’s. Please encourage all campers to use these containers to help keep Camp 
clean. 
 
Trash is collected Wednesday afternoon and Saturday Morning. Please have all your trash and 
recyclables in bags. Please do not put the barrels and cans by your sign, only trash bags! If upon 
arrival to your site on Sunday there are no trash bags, please send your Troop Guide to the Health 
Lodge for bags. If your site needs trash pick – up before the scheduled days, please notify the 
Camp Commissioner for that service.  
 
General Discipline: The discipline and conduct of all Scouts and Leaders is the responsibility  
of the troop leaders in Camp. Everyone is expected to live up to the high standards of the scout  
oath and law. Staff members will refer cases of misconduct to the troop leadership for action.  
Disciplinary actions, when required, should be constructive and in compliance with the Youth  
Protection Guidelines reprinted elsewhere in this handbook. The Camp administration is willing  
to provide the troop leaders with support in maintaining the good order of the troop should it  

prove necessary. Severe disciplinary matters should be reported to the Camp Director. 



Directions to Camp Roosevelt 
From Bridgeton (via Rt. 49) 
Take Rt. 49 west to Shiloh (approx. 5 miles). Just outside of Shiloh Rt. 49 will bear left. Exit Rt.  
49 and continue straight (road sign indicates “Cohansey”. Continue approx. 5 miles, you will  
pass a large Lutheran Church and cemetery on the right. Approx. ½ mile past the church bear  
left. A horse – riding farm is on your right. Continue approx. 2 miles to the traffic blinker. From  
the blinker camp entrance is approx. 3/10 of a mile on the right.  
 
From Rt. 55 
Exist at US Rt. 40 and travel west to Elmer. Just past the traffic light, in the center of Elmer,  
continue straight at Downer Dodge (you will be exiting Rt. 40). Continue down past Elmer  
Hospital, bear right at the stop sign, and bear right at the next stop sign (this is a 25 mph zone).  
From the second stop sign the distance to camp is approx. 7 miles. You will pass through 2  
traffic blinkers. At the third traffic blinker turn right. The camp entrance is on the right approx.  
3/10 of a mile.  
 
From North (via Rt. 45 in Gloucester County) 
Follow Rt. 45 into Mullica Hill. Bear right at Friends School on Rt.45 to Woodstown. (Do not go  
straight on Rt. 77). Continue on Rt. 45 7 miles into Woodstown to the traffic light (intersection of 
Rt. 45 and Rt.40). Continue straight through town (Off of Rts. 45 & 40) ½ mile to lake. Bear left  
after the lake and continue straight. You will pass a small electric sub station on your right.  
camp is 4 ½ miles from the point where you bear right. The main entrance into camp is on the  
left, past the lake. The Service Entrance and Dining Hall is before the lake.  
 
From Vineland (via Rt. 540) 
Take Rt. 540 (Almond Road) west out of Vineland. Continue on Rt. 540 through Centerton. Turn  
right onto Rt. 77 north of the Upper Deerfield traffic blinker (Ackley Tractor Supplies is on the  
right). Continue on Rt. 77 for 2 & 3/10 miles. Bear left just past the second Edgar Joyce  
Nursery sign. Continue approx. ½ mile to stop sign and turn left. Continue approx. 2 & 2/10  
miles to second traffic blinker light and turn right. The camp entrance is on the right approx.  
3/10 of a mile.  
 
From Bridgeton (via Rt. 77) 
Take Rt. 77 North through Bridgeton and Carl’s Corner. At the traffic blinker in Upper Deerfield  
(Intersection with Rt. 540). Continue approx. 2 & 3/10 miles on Rt. 77. Bear left just past the  
second Edgar Joyce Nursery sign. Continue approx. ½ mile to stop sign and turn left. Continue  
approx 2 & 2/10 miles to second traffic blinker light and turn right. camp entrance is on the right  
approx. 3/10 miles. If you are going to camp Grice, turn right at the first blinker light after the  
stop sign. camp entrance is approx. ½ mile on the right, after the lake.  
 
From North (via NJTP or 295) 
Take exit 2 NJTP or exit 11, Rt. 295, and go east on Rt. 322 into Mullica Hill. Turn right at traffic  
light onto Rt. 45. Continue through Mullica Hill on Rt. 45; bear right at Friends School on Rt. 45,  
to Woodstown (do not go straight on Rt. 77). Continue straight through town (off of Rt. 45 and  
40) ½ mile to lake. Bear left after the lake and continue straight. You will pass a small electric  
sub station, continue approx. 3/10 of a mile and bear right. camp is 4 & ½ miles from point  
where you bear right. Main camp entrance is on the left past the lake. Dining Hall is on the left  
before the lake  
 
From Delaware Memorial Bridge 
Entering N.J. exit for Rt. 40 southeast, approx. 2 miles from bridge. Intersect with Rt. 45 at  
Woodstown Wawa. Cross over Rt. 45 (not left onto Rt. 40/45). Proceed approx. 1 mile, cross 2  
roads, and bear right onto Watson’s Mill Road. You will pass a small electric sub station on your  
right. After sub station, continue approx. 3/10 of a mile, bear right. camp is 4 & ½ miles from  
point of bearing right.

Close your eyes. - Imagine yourself at the helm, the wind in your hair, captain of your cardboard 
craft. It can be any size. Let your imagination go WILD!!! Now sketch this masterpiece of 
transportation.  
 
Cardboard Source:  
Corrugated Cardboard is available from Weyerhaeuser in Elmira, or scrounges through furniture 
and appliance dealers recycling bins. 
 
Safety Rules 
1.   The passenger area of the boat must not be permanently enclosed above the shoulders of the 
occupants. Each occupant must be visible while the boat is in the water. 
 
2.   Boats must be free of sharp edges or anything that could pose a danger. 
 
3. All participants must wear a personal flotation device before entering the boat, and while the boat 
is in the water. 
 
4.  If your boat sinks, you are disqualified from the race and should exit the water as soon as 
possible 
 
5.   Participant may not menace another participant. Poor sportsmanship will result in 
disqualification. 
 
6.  Sunken or discarded vessels must be disposed of by the outpost crew at the conclusion of the 
race.  
 
7.  Each vessel must carry a closed 1-gallon plastic jug with a 15' rope tether firmly attached to the 
vessel for use in locating and retrieving any sunken remains. 
 
8.  No loose items, especially items which may sink may be carried during competition. 
 
9.  Throwing water on another boat is reason for disqualification, unless said water comes by 
accident from the splash of the paddle/ore. 
 
10.  A legitimate dewatering device being may be used to remove water from within a sinking 
vessel. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



Boat Building Basics 
 
Develop A Concept: 

· Sketch your creative ideas on paper. 
· Calculate length, width, height, draft, balance, consider size and weight of crew. 
· Build a scale model. 

 
Being Creative: 

· Develop a theme. 
 
Construction Steps: 

· Transfer model or concept to cardboard. 
· Mark lines. 
· Cut cardboard. Bend cardboard. 
· Brace, Glue, Tape, Seal 
· Waterproof with materials listed in Rules for Building and Eligible Boat. 

 
Suggested Supplies: 

· Corrugated cardboard – Three layers for floor, two layers for walls. 
· Acrylic latex caulk. 
· Wood glue Liquid Nail adhesive or DAP contact cement. 
· Water seal, polyurethane. 
· Paint, including latex house paint. 
· Paper tape, masking or Duct tape. 

 
Tools Needed: 

· String line for straight edge, right angle or squaring tool. 
· Carpet Knife or Exacto Knife. 
· Foam Brush, Paint Brush or roller. 
· Creasing tool, (scissors work well). 
· Clamps (spring & quick). 
· Measuring tape 

 
Paddling: 

· Types of paddles – canoe or kayak oars. 
Consider weather you’ll be rowing alone or with others. 
 
Testing: 

· Test prior to the event or take your chance on regatta day.

Rules for Building and Eligible Boat: 
 
1.  Boats must be made entirely from cardboard.  Boat dimensions:  No size limit.  Crew must be 
visible, not enclosed. Sides cannot rise above crews’ shoulders.  Only the part of the boat that the 
crew is not sitting in can rise above the crew.  
 
2.  Any thickness of corrugated cardboard, waxed cardboard carpet tubes is permitted. 
 
3.  Only paper tape may be used. Tape may only be used on seams, joints or patches. DO NOT 
WRAP THE HULL IN TAPE, PLASTIC, SHRINK WRAP OR ANY OTHER MATERIAL.  
 
4.  Joints and seams only may be taped and/or glued.  You may use glue, sealant, 
rubber or contact cement, paint, or duct tape. A one-part enamel or lacquer paint and/or 
polyurethane varnish, epoxy glue, duct tape, or water sealant paint is permitted. All Boats must be 
allowed to dry for at least 48 hours prior to launching.  
 
Note:   Do not use tar-based substances, and or plastic, wood, fiberglass resin or any two-part 
substances, including two-part varnishes and paint.   Styrofoam or any other flotation-type 
foam is not allowed 
 
5.  No restriction is placed on decorative materials, as long as they do not aid in the flotation or 
propulsion of the boat and do not create a fire or safety hazard. Decorative materials must be in 
good taste and not offensive. 
 
6.  No nails, staples, screws, bolts, metal/plastic truss plates, stiffeners or joint plates, etc. are to be 
used. 
 
7.  Sail power is acceptable, however sails, masts or booms must follow the same construction rules 
as the hull. 
 
7.  All boats must display their crew name. The name must be at least 6-inches tall. 
 
8.  Store bought ors are permitted. Boats must be paddled with oars – no motors or flippers 
permitted. 
 
 
9.  Boats will be inspected prior to racing. Judges reserve the right to disqualify boats for 
violations of the above rules. Their decision will be final.

2. Best Overall Design Trophy 

Prior to the racing, the judging staff will examine all vessels and select the vessel whose construction and appearance 
are deemed to be the most elegant, including special consideration for theme and presentation.  One member of each 
crew will be allowed to "explain" their vessel's design, theme, and historical significance.

BOLO EVENT          BY OUTPOST 50 
 
 
Object:     To make the coolest looking bolo. 
 
Procedure:  Each boy selects a pre-cut string (several different colors will be provided), a pre-cut 
“beaver cookie”, two thumb tacks and a piece of plastic leather (for the string slide). Each boy must 
fasten the slide to the back of the beaver cookie capturing the string so it can slide when pulled. He 
may select up to six beads (several different colors will be provided) to put on the free ends of the 
string and then finish the ends with a figure-eight knot. He may then color the front using markers 
which will be provided. The front shall include “NJWCS 2009 POW WOW” along with any other 
text or drawing the boy may wish to create. The back shall include the boy’s name, OP# and age 
group. All materials, including a display rack and score sheets, will be provided by Outpost 50.  
 
Set-up notes:  We plan to run at least eight boys at a time at two tables and will limit each boy’s 
time at the table to 10 minutes. We plan to set up in a cool shady place to provide respite from the 
heat and rigors of other activities.
